Compose a poem or short diary entry based on the emotions of one story (e.g., the grandmother’s
memory, or the sea voyage survival).

5. Visual Representation (Optional but Encouraged)

e Add a hand-drawn sketch, comic strip, or collage related to any one story.
o Examples: The horse and the cousins, the narrator and the old woman, the family on the stormy sea.
