One personal connection — How did the story make you feel? Can you relate?

3. Literary Device Hunt (1 page)

Identify and explain at least 2 literary devices (e.g., imagery, irony, symbolism) used in each
chapter.

Example:

e The Address — Irony of reunion without warmth
o The Summer of the Beautiful White Horse — Symbolism of the horse

4. Creative Writing (1-2 pages)
Choose any one option:

Write a letter from one character to another after the events of the story.

Create a monologue for a character expressing hidden feelings.

Compose a poem or short diary entry based on the emotions of one story (e.g., the
grandmother’s memory, or the sea voyage survival).

5. Visual Representation (Optional but Encouraged)

e Add a hand-drawn sketch, comic strip, or collage related to any one story.
e Examples: The horse and the cousins, the narrator and the old woman, the family on
the stormy sea.

6. Conclusion (Half Page)

e What did you learn from these stories?
e How do they reflect real human emotions and moral values?
