The Earth is not flat, but a spherical object. In order to study the Earth in a more accessible
way, different tools and representations are used. The globe is the most accurate
representation of the Earth because it shows the true shape of continents, oceans, and other
features without any distortion. However, due to its size and the difficulty in carrying it
around, a globe is not always practical for everyday use.
On the other hand, maps are flat, two-dimensional representations of the Earth. They are
often more convenient because they can be easily folded and carried. To make these maps,
cartographers use different types of projections, like the Mercator projection or the Robinson

projection, which help in representing the Earth’s surface on a flat surface. These projections

try to minimize the distortions in shapes, sizes, and distances, but some distortions are always

present, especially near the poles.
